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A remarkable team from Vetsol visited CLAW for a week in January,
and performed 127 sterilisations!

Vetsol is a wonderful initiative, started about 2 years ago, providing
primary veterinary health care and sterilisation clinics in
impoverished rural and urban areas in South Africa, averaging
between 400-500 sterilisations per month. They provide these
services on location in mobile clinics or in community halls, at
minimal cost, to communities that cannot afford private veterinary
care for their companion animals.

Vetsol aim to educate the underprivileged and rural communities in
primary veterinary health and the importance of sterilised companion
animals, much in the same way that CLAW does.
Their objective is to establish and operate an effective network of
mobile, primary veterinary health care clinics in impoverished and
rural areas in Southern Africa, to provide sterilisation services in
these areas, and to educate these communities in the importance of
primary animal health care and sterilisation, and promote better
human-animal co-existence.
The |mportance of sterilisation cannot be stressed enough :-
Every month, 10,000 healthy, unwanted pets are killed by
euthanasia in South Africa (info SPCA).
Every female cat and dog contributes to an offspring of
more than 4000 young in her life (7 years). The male
contribution in incalculable.
Uncontrolled breeding leads to overpopulation and stray
animals.
Hungry, stray animals can become aggressive and
dangerous towards other pets and children.

Ingredients :

3 Ibs baking potatoes, peeled

1 onion, finely chopped

Egg replacer equivalent to 2 eggs

1 tsp salt

Yatsp. pepper

4 Thsp. unbleached flour

Canola Oil for frying

Directions :

Grate the potatoes and squeeze out the moisture. In a large mixing
bowl, combine the potatoes with all the remaining ingredients, except
the oil.

Heat ¥4 cup oil in a large skillet.

Place 3 Tbsp. of the mixture into the skillet for each latke. Use a
spatula to flatten the mixture to form the latke. Fry over medium heat
about 4 minutes per side, or until golden brown. Drain on paper
towels and serve hot.

Serves: 4-6

December, CLAW accompanied Metro Police and confiscated about 1 tonne of illegal fireworks from street vendors.

BUT, much more needs to be done, and success will only be achieved when we speak as one. In order to effect meaningful change, we
need to mobilise as one, and take this issue to the next level. Two very important initiatives that urgently need collective commitment and
support are detailed below — please urgently add you voice :-

1. BWC (Beauty without Cruelty) have set up a petition on http://thepetitionsite.com/1/ban-fireworks-in-south-africa asking the Minister of
Safety and Security to once and for all ban fireworks in South Africa. They are hoping to have over 100,000 signatures by the end of June
2008, after which they will collate all of the signatures and make an appointment to hand them over to either the Minister or a representative,
to ensure that our request is noted by Government.

2. A group of committed individuals, tired of complaining every year and seeing nothing change, have initiated the newly formed umbrella
body called the FBI (Fireworks Banning Initiative). Mandated by existing members, they will be calling for a total ban on a national level.
Force in numbers requires many more people to join this collective effort before it can move on to Phase 2 of its development. Please
urgently register at http://justd.ws/hates/fireworks AND confirm registration once you receive the confirmation e-mail.
