This moist and delicious chocolate cake gets an extra kick from the 
cinnamon and cayenne! 
Ingredients : 
1 ½ cups flour, sifted 
1 cup sugar 
4 Tbsp. cocoa powder 
1 tsp. baking powder 
1 tsp. cinnamon 
1 tsp. vanilla extract 
1 Tbsp. distilled white vinegar 
5 Tbsp. vegetable oil 
1 cup cold water 
Confectioners’ sugar for garnish 
Directions : 
Preheat oven to 350 deg.F and lightly grease a 9-inch cake pan. 
In a medium bowl, sift together the flour, sugar, cocoa powder, and 
baking soda.  Stir in the cinnamon, cayenne, vanilla, vinegar, oil, and 
water.  Mix until combined. 
Pour into the prepared cake pan and bake for 30 to 35 minutes, or 
until a knife inserted into the centre come out clean. 
Let cool.  Dust with confectioner’s sugar before serving. 
Makes: 8-10 servings

Many people who care about the well being of animals have boycotted Opera Africa / the Civic Theatre’s production of Verdi’s AIDA once 
alerted by the SPCA to the fact that the production included live wild animals, whilst other unsuspecting people walked out of the production 
in protest.  Unfortunately tickets were non-refundable, and the animals, two lions, a tiger, and horses, were not withdrawn from the show. 
The NSPCA condemned it as “unethical and unacceptable” and stated that it “was deplorable that the animals should be subjected to high 
levels of stress as they were not familiar with the noise and lighting on stage.” 
Be aware of the exploitive use of animals in entertainment, which removes them from their natural habitat, does not cater for their physical 
and emotional needs nor address real conservation issues, often involves cruelty and abuse, desensitizes people to animal mistreatment, and 
is demeaning, stressful and unnatural to the animals involved.
