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Whilst honouring St. Francis of Assisi, it was fitting that we pay
tribute to the late Dr. Nthethe Raditapole, our very own champion for
the animals.

Born in Lesotho to a well respected family, he followed in his Father,
Norman Napo Raditapole’s footsteps, becoming a Veterinarian.
After working as the State Vet in Bophuthatswana, he joined forces
with CLAW when he started volunteering his services to help
domestic animals in the townships and informal settlements,
believing that everybody, no matter how sick or poor, had the right to
care for and love their pets, and have access to decent veterinary
care for them.

He was employed by IFAW (International Fund for Animal Welfare —
www.ifaw.org) and in his role as consulting Vet and Campaigns Co-
ordinator he became increasingly involved with the treatment and
rehabilitation of wild animals, one of his favourite projects being
C.A.R.E. (Centre for Animal Rehabilitation and Education), the
Baboon Rehabilitation Centre and Sanctuary run by Rita Miljo. He
was also significantly involved with Lions rescued from canned
hunting operations.
Passionate about animals, he became a vegetarian and animal
rights pioneer, and one of the most influential members of the animal
protection movement in South Africa.
Sadly, he was lost to us in 2003 at age 39 in a head-on collision with
a run-away truck close to Maseru in Lesotho.
His passion continues to guide us in the CLAW Nthethe Raditapole
Memorial Clinic at Durban Roodepoort Deep, dedicated to him in
2005, at which his identical twin brother Tefo, a human rights lawyer,
gave a moving opening address.
Nthethe lives on in our hearts and souls, and the story continues with
a son named Nthethe, born to Tefo and Tish, on 30" October 2007!

Cousin to the late Dr. Nthethe Raditapole, Nthabiseng came to South
Africa in 2005 after completing a BA degree in Urban and Regional
Planning at the University of Lesotho, and started working at CLAW
in January 2006.

At CLAW, Nthabiseng is a veritable jack-of-all-trades, manning the
phone and managing many of the essential admin. functions, as well
as helping with the animals in the Clinic. She is also a key element
in our education program, especially during school holidays, using
drama and games to make learning about compassion more
enjoyable for the children.

Her dream is to obtain sponsorship to study animal health and care
part-time, to take back to Lesotho, where there are no organisations
similar to CLAW. In Lesotho, the focus is on livestock, and it disturbs
her that dogs are often chained and underfed, and that people have
no awareness of animal care.

Nthabiseng believes that if she could achieve this, she will have
achieved her purpose in life.

She firmly believes that organisations like CLAW are essential
everywhere, to provide free or affordable health care for companion
animals, irrespective of financial backgrounds, and to teach people of
all walks of life about responsible companion animal care, and
reduce over-population through education and sterilisation.

What excites her the most about her work at CLAW is the holistic
approach, which she says is “just amazing, and different from other
organisations! It is not only pets that are benefiting, but their owner’s
too. We do teaching, and permaculture gardens, and we distribute
food and clothing to the sick and needy.”

Clearly, passion runs deep in this special family, and we are blessed
to have Nthabiseng’s energy and commitment manning the front line!

Little things can and do add up to make a difference, and in this
case, they certainly did add up to a lot of things that have made a big
difference!

CLAW recently received a shipment of all sorts of much needed
items from IFAW in the Netherlands! According to Nicole van Dam,
Supporter Relations — IFAW The Netherlands, they have been
running this special little project for the last two years!

Nicole says the supporters in the Netherlands frequently enquire if
they can do more for the CLAW Projects in South Africa, and are
aware of the fact that the welfare of the animals cannot be viewed or
tackled separately from the communities in which the animals live.
They therefore wanted to help the people in the communities by
providing them with materials to enable them to take good care of
their cats and dogs, because a lot of the Dutch supporters have the
desire to do more than just make donations.

So, items were collected and stored over a two year period, and
once counted and packed into crates amounted to : 437 towels, 105
carpets, 42 sheets, 286 bowls, 81 combs, 95 brushes, 293 leads,
171 collars, 81 baskets, 24 pillows, 17 travel baskets, 11 tubs, 26
litter boxes, 7 buckets, 461 animal toys, 2 benches, as well as
flea/tick drops, dip, first aid kit, de-wormer, shampoo, nail clippers,
bandages, and ear/eye cleaner!

With the help of a transport company, everything was then shipped
off to CLAW, and has since been put to very good use. Our blankets
were falling to pieces from the constant washing, and the towels are
also very useful. Leads, collars, brushes/combs, and bowls are
being handed out in the communities CLAW services, and are
making life for these companion animals a little easier. And IAFW T-
Shirts have been given to people participating in our permaculture
gardening projects, as well as the humane education group and their
mentors.

To IFAW, and all these special people in the Netherlands — Dank u
wel!

The importance of sterilising
companion animals cannot be stressed enough.

4 cups soy milk
1 oz. instant vanilla pudding powder
1 cup non-dairy whipping cream
1 tsp. Vanilla extract
Y tsp. salt
Y, tsp. cinnamon
Y4 tsp. ground nutmeg

In a medium size bowl, combine 2 cups of the soy milk and the
instant pudding. Stir well until thickened.
