An avid animal lover, her travel
companion was her dog Tapiwa who she rescued from the clutches
of death at a roadside in Zimbabwe in 2002, when she was
completing the Blue Cross Challenge, a 500 km walk from the lowest
to highest points of the country.

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David Khoza, born in Bushbuckridge, attended High School at
Ngungunyani, Soweto, and a permaculture course at “Tears of Joy”
Centre in Klipspruit, started working with CLAW in 2001.

Developed in the 1970's, permaculture teaches an ethical and holistic
technique for creating sustainable culture through a set of design
principles, empowering people at grassroots level to take
responsibility to meet their basic needs for food, shelter, energy,
gainful employment, and supportive community.

David is a proud member of the team, and firmly believes that his
permaculture work adds value to the support that CLAW provides to
many severely disadvantaged communities and their companion
animals.

David is a soft spoken, gentle soul who struggles with seeing starving
people, and neglected and abused animals, but, he feels that it is
important to motivate people to become self-sufficient, and teach the
values of kindness and caring.

Against impossible odds, David has established a number of
successful permaculture gardening projects, and he hopes to
establish more all over Soweto during the course of his work with
CLAW! In the future, he would like to complete a diploma in animal
nursing and project management, and some day also establish an old
age and children’s home.

When David is not busy gardening, he is to be found helping out
around the CLAW Clinic or assisting at the CLAW outreach clinics.
Many benefit from his gentle touch, and he is a special member of
the team!

The Buyani Silime (Come and Cultivate) Community Project is
David’'s most successful permaculture gardening project in
Matholiesville. Mr. Sakgele first approached CLAW in 2004 to help
him create a vegetable garden, which looked like an impossible task
at the time, as the area earmarked for this project was covered in
mountains of refuse. Blood, sweat and tears saw the area cleared
by a team of community members mobilised by Mr. Sakgele, and
David began making regular visits to teach them how to make
compost, and prepare the soil for vegetables. Due to the limited
water supply, David taught them how to make “veggie circles”, which
involves digging a circle a metre in diameter, and deep enough to
hold a 2 litre plastic coldrink bottle. The plastic bottle has 15 holes
and the top just protrudes above the soil, and only requires filling
about once a week, thus saving a lot of water and labour. Julie from
Women for Peace has also shown them how to make cough
mixtures and ointments from herbs.

With help from Rand Merchant Bank, Rotary, and the Seed
Foundation from the U.S. the garden has literally grown from
strength to strength, and has done so well that not only do they
satisfy their own requirements, but are now able to sell vegetables
for weddings, funerals, and parties! Last year they even sold their
corn crop to a feeding scheme in Magaliesberg!

Certificates of Competency have been presented to many gardeners
in this project, and they have also gone on to share their knowledge :
one of the members has started a gardening group in the Eastern
Cape, and others have helped a group in Kagiso to start a garden.
They have also become our animal ambassadors in the community.
The Buyani Silime Community Project has shown their gratitude by
making regular donations of vegetables to CLAW to distribute to the
needy in other areas, which is especially touching when they
themselves struggle to make ends meet.

The group have also only recently become aware that they have won
the ward prize in the Botle ke Botho competition run by local councils
for three consecutive years! Regrettably they were never informed
of this by their local councillor, but after a meeting with the relevant
authorities they have now been promised assistance with fencing,
seeds etc.

David recently spent time with the CLAW Humane Education Group,
vulnerable youngsters from extremely deprived and troubled
backgrounds, who have been attending weekly sessions, and have
made remarkable life-changing progress, teaching them about
permaculture and growing vegetables and herbs.

They spent one weekend painting and preparing their tyres, and the
following week they put their seeds in with David and Danile guiding
them.

Below is a quick and easy recipe to get you started!

Hazelnut Pasta

Ingredients :

1 pkg linguini noodles

2 tbs olive oil

1 bundle fresh spinach

4 closes garlic

4 cup crushed hazelnuts

sundried tomatoe flakes (optional)

fresh herbs : oregano/basil

1-2 fresh tomatoes

Directions :

Boil linguini prior to dinner, rinse and set aside. In pan, heat olive oil
and sauté garlic. Add crushed hazelnuts or pinenuts, fresh spinach,
herbs and sundried tomatoe flakes. Stir till spinach is wilted. Add
the pasta and toss all together. Add diced tomatoe at the end to
prevent them from turning soggy.
